Course Description: BIO1010L is a 1 credit hour laboratory course taught in conjunction with a lecture class, Biology 1010.  The class will cover fundamental concepts in biology as they relate to plant cell structure, biochemistry, plant anatomy, concept's of inheritance, plant diversity and the ecological roles of plants. The laboratory will supplement the lecture by encouraging students to study simple and complex plants in the laboratory, and to observe the structures and functions discussed in the lecture.  A field exercise will be conducted to provide the student with experience with field methods and assessment practices.

Course Objectives:
Bio 1010L is intended to supplement the lectures of Bio 1010 with first hand experience with the concepts of biology.  Students completing Bio 1010L will have accomplished the following:

· Developed a familiarity and proficiency using the microscope.

· Observed and distinguished between cellular organelles.

· Analyzed inheritance patterns. 

· Surveyed the structure of the plant kingdom.

· Studied the structure and function of seed plants.

· Studied photosynthesis.

· Used and developed a proficiency with laptop computers and interactive software.
