Course Description: 

Biology 1010, Botany is a 3 credit hour lecture course. The class will cover fundamental concepts in biology as they relate to plant cell structure, biochemistry, plant anatomy, concept's of inheritance, plant diversity and the ecological roles of plants. 

Class Schedule:
Class will meet from 2:00 PM until 3:25 PM on Tuesday and Thursday in room HT719*.  There will be no class during Spring Break: Monday March 27 to Sunday April 2.

Course Objectives:

1. To acquaint the student with fundamental concepts of biology.

2. To teach the student about cell structure and biochemistry particularly as they relate to plants.

3. To introduce the student to the basic laws of inheritance and the principles of evolution as they apply to plants.

4. To explore the variety of ecological roles plants play in the environment.

5. To introduce students to plant diversity and taxonomy.

6. To teach the student about energy flow in the environment and the role of photosynthesis in the ecosystem.

7. To relate these concepts to contemporary issues familiar to the students.

Make Up Exam Policy:
